instructions, or general assistance. Upon approach, please slow to “Idle Speed/No Wake” within the marina

basin for the safety of guests and fueling vessels. Dockhands will be available to assist during operating hours
— please confirm when calling or hailing.

Vessels up to 40 feet in length, our slips vary from 8'4” — 12’9” beam (width). Our slips are designated for dock

& dine access for paying customers only. Arriving and departing with the same passengers is required.Our

docks are not to be used for guest pick-ups, drop-offs, or as a rendezvous point for transferring passengers.
